2. Competitors must be in the hall, prepared to dance, one hour prior to the scheduled beginning of their 

event. 

 

3. Dancers who appear in competitions for which they are not registered will not be eligible for placement 

or awards. 

 

4.  When awards are announced from the stage, competitors must be in costume, including dance shoes, to 

receive their awards.
